PRESENT  CONT. (-ing):

(We have a date.)

- She is taking the exam
in October. (enroled!)

- What are you doing
now? / Are you eating
any more of this?

- I'm writing some
letters tonight.

GOING TO:

- Look, it's going to rain.
(You can see the 
clouds)

- (Car broken down: )
What are you going
to do now?

- I'm going to see Tom
tonight. (He doesn't
necessarily know).

- I'm going to write 
some letters tonight.

WILL:

- I'll write to you, as
soon as I can.

- He'll buy a house 
when he gets married.

- I'm sure he'll be back
soon.

- She'll (probably) be out 
driving around in her 
new car somewhere.

WILL BE DOING:

- I will be seeing Tom 
tonight

- She will be taking the 
exam in October.
