Aims: 



- By the end of the lesson students will be able to form oral and written sentences using regular verbs in the past simple (+/- accurately).




- Students will be acquainted with the spelling rules for regular verbs in the past simple.




- Students will become more confident and accurate at using the forms of TO BE in the past simple. 




- Students will have had practice in listening to a short news story.
