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Assumptions and Their Consequences When Teaching Intermediate / Advanced Grammar Classes:

-
Most basic structures have been studied already

-
Communication in English is not a big problem any longer

==>
Grammar teaching is building on what’s there already plus adding more details, background, pragmatic understanding, special cases, practice.

==>
Students can figure out most things for themselves when provided with adequate / “leading” examples.

==>
Structures need to be compared rather than introduced and explained separately:


   e.g. all futures, all pasts, all conditionals, all active and passive forms 

    ---> overviews

==>
Challenging situations / tasks need to be created that require real UNDERSTANDING in various fields:


   e.g. a cv could be provided with well-marked turns. This could be exploited for

conditionals plus “wish / if only” (looking back – analysing present situation – looking ahead) or for all pasts + present pf (describing career from past to present)

==>
Frequent checking and feedback on individual students' ways of deciding / constructions of rules help and are necessary for advancing students' individual "interlanguages" towards the target language.
